Guidelines for Residential Garbage, Recycling and Yard Waste

What CANNOT be placed curbside:
**It is the resident’s responsibility to properly dispose of these items. DO NOT place these items at the curb. DO NOT place these items in your garbage or recycling carts.
· NO TELEVISIONS OR OTHER ELECTRONICS
· Can be taken to the Electronics recycling facility at 1401 Bethpage Road
· NO REMODELING OR CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIAL
· Can be taken to 4441 Irish Potato Road Cabarrus County C&D Landfill for a fee
· NO TIRES
· NO CAR PARTS 
· NO LANDSCAPE TIMBERS
· Can be taken to 4441 Irish Potato Road Cabarrus County C&D Landfill for a fee
· Carpet must be folded or cut into 4x4 sections and secured with string/tape/etc and placed at the curb on your collection day. 
· If you have more than one room worth of carpet we ask that you only place one room worth of 4 x 4 carpet squares out at each week.
· If you prefer to dispose of carpet from more than one room at a time, the carpet must be taken to the Cabarrus County Construction and Demolition Landfill located at 4441 Irish Potato Road Concord, NC 28025. Their phone number is 704 920-2950 

What CAN be placed curbside:
**Please place these items curbside on your garbage day. Leave at least 2 feet of space between your garbage cart and each item.
· Household items that can be bagged, should be bagged for collection
· Furniture – all types of furniture including mattresses and box springs, outdoor furniture, etc.
· Larger furniture should not be longer than 6-feet in length (cannot fit into trucks)
· If it has glass or mirrored front, top or sides – all must be taped to prevent shattering while handling
· Carpet must be folded or cut into 4x4 sections and secured with string/tape/etc and placed at the curb on your collection day. 
· If you have more than one room worth of carpet we ask that you only place one room worth of 4 x 4 carpet squares out at each week.
· If you prefer to dispose of carpet from more than one room at a time, the carpet must be taken to the Cabarrus County Construction and Demolition Landfill located at 4441 Irish Potato Road Concord, NC 28025. Their phone number is 704 920-2950 
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· Blinds
· Window fans and ceiling fans 
· Glass globes must be taped to prevent shattering while handling
· Window air conditioners
· Appliances
· Stoves
· Refrigerators – must be emptied and doors must be removed
· Freezers – must be emptied and doors must be removed
· Vacuums/sweepers
· Pots and pans
· Smaller appliances (electric frying pans, popcorn machines, crock pots, etc.) 
· Deep fryers with the oil/grease removed
· Doors 
· One door will be collected
· Multiple doors will NOT be collected as this is considered/demolition material.
· Glass must be taped to prevent shattering while handling
· One commodes or tub or shower enclosure.
· If replacing one of the abovementioned items, only one at a time may be placed at curb for collection
· If remodeling a complete bathroom this is considered construction/demolition material and must be disposed of by the resident
· Lawn mowers
· Push mowers and riding lawn mowers
· Gas and oil tanks must be emptied
· Electric grills
· Propane grills
· Propane tank must be removed
· Hot tubs
· Must be cut into manageable pieces or it will not be collected
· Basketball goals
· Must be cut into manageable pieces
· Will not be collected if in original size
· Swimming pools 
· Kiddie pools
· Larger pool liners must be folded and tied up for collection
· Bicycles
· Go-carts
· Gas and oil tanks must be emptied
· Large plastic children’s toys
· Paint cans
· The paint needs to be completely dry; using kitty litter accelerates the drying process; or use sand.  
· Paint can lids must be removed so the driver can see that the paint is completely dry. Otherwise, the driver would have no way of knowing if the paint is wet or dry. 
· The cans should be set out several feet from the rollout carts for the bulky/curbside pick-up, 
· DO NOT place in the garbage and/or recycle cart. 


Please Recycle the Following Items:

The City of Kannapolis also offers a drop off site for electronics recycling at 1401 Bethpage Road. The facility is open Monday through Thursday between 8 a.m. and 3 p.m. for televisions, microwaves, computer equipment and other electronics. Residents can call the Public Works Office at 704-920-4200 to schedule an appointment on Fridays to drop-off oversized/bulky electronics recyclables.
YARD WASTE REMINDERS
The following items are considered yard waste: leaves, grass clippings, pampas grass, garden debris (shake off as much dirt as possible), cornstalks, bamboo and other plant or garden material etc.
Guidelines for yard waste collection:
· Bag or bundle yard waste, including pampas grass, cornstalks and bamboo; place at curbside on regular household collection days.
· Piles of nail/metal free wood such as fence posts, landscape timbers or lumber larger than 6ft. x 6ft. will not be collected.
· Tree limbs must be stacked loosely with cut ends toward street.
· Bag garden material. Remember to shake off the dirt. Opaque (dark or white) bags must be left open; clear or transparent bags should be tied closed.
· Keep brush piles no larger than 3ft. x 8ft. x 3ft. One pile per address per week of this size can be collected.
· DO NOT mix yard waste with household waste or other items.
· Keep in mind that crews cannot pick up wood containing nails or metal, bags that weigh more than 50 pounds, logs, firewood, debris from major tree removal or land clearing or construction and demolition waste (i.e. windows, flooring, drywall, plywood). Check with local landfills for disposal of these items.
· Live Christmas tree and wreath pickup will occur on regular yard waste days. Remove all ornaments and lights and place the tree/wreath curbside for pickup.
· Artificial Christmas trees and wreaths will be collected with bulk waste. Remove all ornaments and lights and place the tree/wreath curbside for pickup.
LOOSE LEAF COLLECTION REMINDERS
The City offers loose leaf collection from October – March. During the loose leaf collection period it is not necessary to bag leaves for them to be collected. More information will be posted on our website prior to the start of loose leaf season.
· Leaves must be placed at the curb or along the ditch line, not in ditches, in rows parallel with street.
· Place leaves at curb by 7 a.m. on the day of collection to ensure collection on the scheduled day.
· Leaves mixed with limbs, other yard waste, gum balls, gravel, glass or other  solid matter will not be collected.
· Leaves in garbage containers will not be collected.
· Leaves must be clear of water meters and fences and placed on the street side of retaining walls.
· Leaves must be clear of sidewalks and the street.
GARBAGE AND RECYCLING REMINDERS
DO put your garbage, bagged yard waste, limbs and recycling at the curb no later than 7 a.m. on your collection day and remove empty containers no later than 7 a.m. the day after collection day.
DO have your container’s opening towards the curb/street.
DO put your household garbage in your gray cart with black lid. Place additional bagged garbage at least 5 feet from cart.
DO put your recycling in your gray cart with yellow lid. Go to the Recycling page for more information.
DO have your garbage and recycling containers and bagged yard waste placed at least 5 feet apart from each other.
DO put furniture and other bulky items curbside for collection (do not mix with yard waste or limbs).
DO separate garbage from yard waste for collection (do not mix garbage with yard waste or limbs).
DO bag your waste to prevent spillage; especially items such as grass, food, diapers, bathroom and sanitary waste, animal waste or any other wet garbage. This helps to eliminate odors, fly breeding, and other pest problems.
DO wash out your container on a regular basis; it’s the customer’s responsibility to keep a clean container.
DO contact the Public Works Department at (704) 920-4200 within 24 hours in the event of a missed pickup (not due to a holiday or posted delay)
DO NOT
DO NOT place electronics in your containers or at the curb. These items should be taken to the drop-off site for electronics at 1401 Bethpage Road.
DO NOT place household hazardous waste ( oil, paint, car batteries, fluorescent lights, pesticides, pool chemicals etc) in your container or at the curb. These items can be disposed of by contacting the Household Hazardous Waste facility at (704) 920-3278
DO NOT overfill or place anything on top of rollout containers (lid should be closed on container at all times).
DO NOT place plastic bags in recycling bins – - return them to your local grocer for recycling.
DO NOT use plastic bags to hold your recyclables. Place all items loosely in your gray cart with yellow lid.
DO NOT  place recyclables in your garbage container. Use your gray cart with yellow lid.
DO NOT leave your garbage on or in front of vacant lots for pick up. Garbage is only picked up at occupied properties. 
DO NOT stack garbage and yard waste beside mailboxes, near water or gas meters, or under low hanging tree limbs or utility wires.
DO NOT place tires or other car parts curbside for collection. These items are not collected by the City.
DO NOT place construction material, rocks, sand, dirt, bricks, cinder blocks or concrete in container. These items are not collected by the City.
DO NOT place hot ashes, cinders, coals or burning material in container.
DO NOT put trash in neighbor’s container without their permission.
DO NOT wait for truck to empty container and then refill for an additional collection. Bag additional garbage and place at least 5 feet from the cart for collection.
DO NOT refill the container and take it across the street, or to the neighbor’s curb, for a second collection. Bag additional garbage and place at least 5 feet from the cart for collection.
DO NOT take the rollout containers when you move. Rollout containers are assigned to the address and marked with serial numbers. All solid waste and recycling containers supplied by the City are the property of the City of Kannapolis
