Instructions:
1. Inspections should be conducted of all BMPs beginning within one (1) year from the date of as-built certification and each year thereafter.  These inspections be completed by a registered North Carolina Professional Engineer, Professional Land Surveyor, or Landscape Architect.  Submit the original completed forms to the Storm Water Administrator along with 2-4 photos of each BMP documenting the condition of the BMPs.  All inspections must be documented and submitted using this form and BMP inspection forms for each type of BMP as provided by the City of Kannapolis.  The inspection form must be signed and sealed by the inspector.  

2. If a BMP is not performing or there are major issues with the structure that would not be considered minor maintenance, the inspection certification should be completed using the Non-Compliant BMP Inspection form.  Minor maintenance would be items such as mowing, removal of debris, minor sediment removal, or superficial erosion.  These items may be reported on the individual BMP Inspection form.
3. Include 2 to 4 photos of each stormwater BMP to document the condition of the BMP and any items that need to be repaired.  The photos should be labeled with the name of the structure and the view direction or issue being noted.

4. The preferred method of submission is a single pdf file that includes all the inspection forms and photos.  The digital file should be sent to the Storm Water Administrator’s email address (mdodge@cityofkannapolis.com).
